Classical China Brochure
You’ve finally made it!!! First you were a hunter-gatherer, no fun at all… having to pick berries and chase game. Then you got a little smarter…you started taming those wild beasts and growing your own food. You now call your small piece of land along the Huang He River “home” as you live a modest life with your family as a peasant farmer. You’ve heard from your ancestors about the many dynasties that have come and gone… 
But Now, CLASSICAL CIVILIZATION needs YOU!!!
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The General Council for the Advancement of Civilization needs you to explain why Han China is actually a classical civilization!!! (Note: A civilization is defined as “classical” because its ideas, institutions, and culture are long-lasting. It influences other societies and remains influential to this day.)
Your mission: Produce the best tri-fold brochure possible to convince the judges that Han China should have classical civilization status. You should address the following items in your brochure.
1. Official Philosophy of the Han Dynasty. Topics to consider as part of your caption: 

· founder & basic ideas of the philosophy
· can people practice another philosophy at the same time as the official philosophy? how?
· how does this philosophy show advancement from the dynasty before it (how is this philosophy better for the people?)

· do these ideas still remain important in China today? are aspects seen in other present-day cultures?
2. Stable, Well-Run Government. Topics to consider as part of your caption: 

· Pax Sinica…what is it? what does it mean?
· Silk Road…what was it? how did the Silk Road affect China’s economy?  what types of things were traded? what did it do in terms of CULTURAL DIFFUSION for both China and its trading partners?
· civil service…what is it? how was this system different from the previous way of obtaining a government job? what significance does it have for lower class people?
· other economic policies?
3. Chinese Contributions: (to the extent that we can still see them evidenced today)
· art & literary achievements? availability of literature to the masses?

· science and technology
· medicine

· farming & transport

· inventions

· architecture & engineering

Be creative! Your brochure must be on 8½ x 11” paper and folded into 3 sections (a tri-fold); however you may design the brochure in any manner you choose. In addition to addressing the three main items above (Han philosophy, government, contributions), your brochure must contain the following elements to receive full credit:

· Catchy slogan, title, or heading for your brochure that sums up the overall message you are trying to convey to the judges -- that is, that Han China is a classical civilization
· 2-3 color graphics (hand-drawn or computer-generated) for each main topic 
· short, but descriptive captions that support your reasoning that Han China is a classical civilization
