World I Review: 

Make your own Movie Poster & Preview
Introduction:
Hollywood has often used history as a subject of many blockbuster hits, such as Troy, Gladiator, and Julius Caesar. It is your job to create a movie poster and preview for a key topic that we have covered throughout the year. While this should be a creative endeavor, the main objective is for it to serve as a final review for both you and your classmates. Your group should become experts at your subject and should convey the main points through your movie poster and preview. You may use your textbook or SOL Packet to get ideas and information, as well as outside sources such as books or the Internet. 
Procedures:
1.  Get into a group of 3-4 people. Select your team members wisely as their contributions will affect your overall grade. 
2.  As a team, decide what topic you want to explore. It could be a war or a battle, a historical figure, a religion, or a group of people. Remember, you are the producer and director, so you could make it a love story, drama, comedy, epic, etc. Use your imagination!
3.  After brainstorming with your group, start researching your selected topic. Again, you may use your textbook, SOL packet, or Internet as resources. Your movie preview should be as historically accurate as possible. REMEMBER, this is a review for the class so the information needs to be correct!
  Group Tasks:
1. Develop a move poster that colorfully advertises your film. You should cast real-life actors. Think of people that might fit the roles you chose and be prepared to defend your choices or explain why you selected those actors. The movie poster must be:

· in color on a large sheet of paper or poster board

· contain the name of your movie and the actors who you’ve cast

· the movie poster must portray your topic in some way (be prepared to explain your movie poster…why you selected the content)
· your group members names and class period must be on the poster

2. After developing the poster, your group should decide how you want to preview the movie, perhaps by using narration, sample dialogue, or action scenes. The preview should give the rest of the class a “feel” for what the topic is generally about. The preview should last from 1-3 minutes. You will then present your preview to the class.
