Qin Dynasty (pronounced CHIN) 

Began 221 BCE – Came to power after the Warring States Period. Defeated the Zhou.

 (pronounced SHUR-HWONG-DEE) was the 1st emperor of China. Qin was the first to 


 all of China. Qin maintained power through harsh rule. What did he do to his enemies?

 to protect China’s northern border from Mongol invaders. He used

 to build the wall. Many died while building the wall and were buried in its foundations. Taking
