We will start at a website called Harappa (http://www.harappa.com/welcome.html) named for an ancient city in the Indus River Valley. You will be asked to complete a number of tasks as you learn more about Harappan civilization.

STARTING OUR TRIP: At the start of today’s field trip, you should be at the Harappa Home Page, which lists the contents of the website. Please copy the ancient symbols for this city (located to the right of the word “Harappa”): 
Move your cursor arrow over the words that say, Indus Valley and click on the link. Then click on the Mohenjo-Daro link. This is another ancient city of the Indus Valley Civilization. You will see the entrance to the city of Mohenjo-Daro, in the

.  Notice the smaller pictures at the right. The first picture is the entrance: you are here. It should have a red ring around it indicating that you have already visited this page.  The others pictures have blue lines around them: they are the pictures you have not yet viewed.

Click on the picture of the Stupa, or tower.  Approximately when was the building constructed? A.D. 
  Click on the City View, Great Bath, and Street.  Then look at the next two pictures. They show how advanced the Indus people were, because they had a system to collect, store, and remove 


 from their city.
